Student’s letters are partially connected to each piece in portfolio and their respective sections; more analysis could be present. Basic understanding of the Nativity mission
Reflection is minimally evident in speech. May show weakness weakness in three-four of the following: eye contact, stance and gesture ,
 expressiveness (including reading), volume and filler words

Visuals and graphics are somewhat colorful and well-crafted, but reflective of limited effort. 

Project contains noticeable errors in spelling, punctuation and grammar.

Student’s letters are vague and/ or basic. Unclear understanding of mission or assignment Information may be unclear or confusing. 

Speak shares pieces, but does not demonstrate reflection. Speaker is focusing on notes, not audience, slouches or fidgets, or stands stiffly without movement.  Speaker’s voice is weak due to several problems with monotone, volume and multiple fillers.

Minimal artistic presentation makes this project little more than a stack of papers.

Project does not reflect revision or proofreading. Multitudinous errors impede comprehension.
