Research Guru

In-text parenthetical documentation is present for all information and in correct format. Works Cited information is accurate & in correct order.  There are no errors in MLA format.

Student has found research that fulfills the topics (envelopes) criteria. Research is relayed clearly and directly—in the student’s language when paraphrasing or summarizing. No more than two quotations are in Powerpoint. Minimum of three sources used.


Presentation is well organized & clearly planned; student uses few fillers (uh, like, um,etc), speaking with purpose. Consistently clear & makes eye contact with the entire audience..

Layout is exceptionally creative & visually appealing, appropriate to topic. Fonts, color & background are all in harmony , providing a consistent theme & easy readability. All graphics, sound/video or other enhancements are used effectively to enrich the presentation A minimum of 10 CONTENT slides present. No errors in MUGS.

Manager

Minor problems with in-text citations, works cited. or MLA format. However, citations are present for research.

Student’s research is present, documented and in the student’s language when paraphrasing or summarizing. Usefulness or clarity may be questionable in some spots. Minimum of three sources used.

Presentation is prepared; student uses few fillers. Predominately clear and regularly makes eye contact with entire audience. Student may use visuals to support presentation.

Layout is creative& visually appealing, appropriate to the topic. Fonts, color & background are almost all in harmony, providing a clear theme & easy readability. Most graphics, sound/ video or other enhancements are used appropriately to enrich the presentation. A minimum of nine CONTENT slides used. Few errors in MUGS

Apprentice

Format of research is weak through improperly structured in-text citations, missing citations or incongruent in-text citations and works cited. May also show weakness in general MLA structure. 

Usefulness of research is questionable, but is typically in the student’s language when paraphrasing or summarizing.; minimally connected to required topics.  Student may only use two sources.

Presentation seems somewhat prepared; students uses fillers routinely. Inconsistent eye contact. Visual is weak if present, or not included.

Layout fairly appealing/ appropriate to the message, although headings & sub-headings are not always logical, & white space is sometimes too cluttered/ too empty. Fonts, color & background are mostly in harmony and easy to read. Some use of graphics, sound/ video or other enhancements, but they do not always enrich presentation A minimum of seven CONTENT slides present. Some errors in MUGS.
Observer

Multiple problems evident with in-text citations (missing, improper format, incongruence, etc). May also have an unorganized or absent works cited page. 

Student’s research is either unlabeled/ unidentifiable,  or inaccurate. When paraphrasing or summarizing, student’s language is too close to original. May  only one use source.

Presentation is unprepared; speaker seems to be making it up as he/she goes. Consistent use of fillers, with minimal eye contact. Visual is weak if present or not included

Layout lacks visual appeal and is sometimes unstructured, or confusing, while white space is not used effectively (too cluttered/empty). Fonts, color and background lack harmony and text is not easy to read. Very few, if any, graphic, sound/ video or other effects are present, or use of these tools is inappropriate, irrelevant or excessive
